Role of a Coach

Teacher (game is the best teacher)

Role Model (good sportsmanship and respect for others)

Facilitator (how to interact with others)

Equipment Manager

Administrator

Recruiter

The coach sets the tone and leads by example:

 - we at SYSL want our coaches to instill values (having fun, winning but not at any cost, 

respect, teamwork, determination, hard-work, patience, etc.)

 - we want coaches that believe that success is measured by how well your players learn 

and develop the skills of soccer

 - player development oriented coaches focus on teaching that emphasizes learning and 

mastering skills



Components of Soccer

Technique (what to do)

Tactics (when to do it)

Physical Fitness (able to do it)

Psychology (motivation to do it)

Technique is the highest priority (why???):

A team may have attacking tactics superior to the opposition but unless the 

team is in possession of the ball the tactics are of no use

A team may be the better conditioned than the other team but unless the team 

can keep the ball, the best hope is a scoreless tie

A team may be motivated but unless they possess the ball they will likely be 

defeated more than they win

– Keep it simple
– Talk, don’t yell
– Keep parents in line
– Know your limitations

• Soccer Shape
– Conditioning
– Stretching
– Technique Training
– Scrimmages

• Communication
– Communicate with team on a regular basis 
– Inform team of SYSL events – (website) 
– Parent/Player Conduct

• Player Retention
– Actively engage in recruiting players to return by the end of the season

MSYSA Development

THE COACH INSTRUCTION PROGRAM
Resourceful, confident knowledgeable coaches are vital to the development of young soccer players and to the advancement of the sport. Whether you 

are a novice coach with no background in soccer or an experienced coach who seeks further education, the MSYSA has a program to help you.

We stress the same ideals in our coaching courses as with players: enjoyment, positive spirits, enthusiasm, and creativity. If you want to improve your 

grasp of the elements of the game and learn about organization and coaching methodology at practice and during games, consider one of these MSYSA 

coaching courses.

The Youth Module courses are intended for coaches of younger players, the E and D for coaches of older, more experienced teams. You may begin 

with the concise YM course or the full weekend of the E. The E course is a prerequisite for the D course.

•The Youth Module courses are “introductions” -- elementary presentations for first time coaches or those with little experience. Our 

intention in these module courses is to help you become a more resourceful and confident “activity leader” – to combine your enthusiasm and 

commitment to children with the basic theory and many practical exercises which we’ll provide. 

•The E course is for those coaches who want to learn more about the techniques and tactics of the game and more about leading experienced 

youth teams. This course provides activities and topics for coaches interested in acquiring more advanced strategies and activities and/or 

advancing within the coaching ranks. A coach must possess an E license to enroll in the D course, so the E license is an integral component of 

the process.

•The D course is for coaches who want to refine their understanding of advanced techniques and tactics and their effectiveness as a trainer of 

youth players. Our aim here is to help you to prepare yourself to dynamically improve both individual and team performances. Any head 

coach of a team participating in the Michigan State Premier Soccer Program must have a minimum of a State D license.
